All bike riders must complete and return this form to our Principal, Mrs. Donna Robinson.

The permission form will be kept on file in the main office.

Paradise Canyon students who are in grades 4-6 may ride their bikes to and from school if

they have parent permission. Bike racks are located near the Gould Gate and the Oliveta Gate.

In order to ensure the safety of all students on campus, the following Bicycle Safety rules

have been established for our bike riders:

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We encourage all bike riders to obey bicycle safety rules while riding to and from school.

All bike riders are required by CA State law to wear a safety-approved biking helmet.

Helmets should be labeled with name and may be left in homeroom.

Bikes must be locked in the bike racks only (not to anything else on campus).

All bike riders must provide their own bike lock.

Bike riders coming to PCY from the west should enter the campus through the Gould Gate.
Bike riders coming to PCY from the east should enter the campus through the Knight/Oliveta
Gate.

Bike riders must walk their bikes on campus property (including parking lots).

We suggest all bike riders and their parents review official bicycle safety procedures. By
searching the internet "bicycle rules and safety,” you can access the Section for Bicycles of the
California Vehicle Code, the Cal Trans Bicycle Safety Guidelines, or the California Highway Patrol
"Facts for Super Bikers."
